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Bill Borla added another national title by winning the 65-69 division at the USATF National 10K Cross Country Champion-ships in Rochester, NY on November 19, 2005. Borla’s time of 40:21 was good enough for 3rd overall in the 60+ race.
Milt Schumacher was next across the line in 40:55 winning the individual bronze medal in the 60-64 age group. Peter Szaw-lowski and Jerry LeVasseur rounded out the team by finishing in 45:46 and 50:50 respectively, with LeVasseur taking the bronze in the 65-69 age group. The team narrowly lost the overall title to the Raritan Valley Road Runners of New Jersey by a 12-15 score.
